In 1993 the Marshfield Area 

Community Foundation was es-

tablished by the two daughters 

of  J.P. and Rosamond  Victoria 

Adler.  Anne and Bette Adler  

shared a goal: to make a long-

term impact on their home com-

munity of Marshfield in the 

name of their parents.  They 

came to  Marilyn Hardacre and 

asked for her help in starting the 

Foundation in Marshfield. 

 

Anne and Bette offered a challenge grant of $25,000. This money was used to 

establish the    Adler Family Fund within the Foundation. It provided the moti-

vating force from which the Marshfield Area Community Foundation emerged. 

Joe Lang shortly thereafter came forward to establish the Joe Lang Fund, and 

the Community   Foundation was officially underway.  

 

 2 The next fund was equally important in 

that it proved, that large gifts could and 

would be made by Marshfield area      

community members. The J. P. Leonard 

Fund was established by Margaret      

Leonard, a former chemistry professor 

at the UW Center, in memory of her hus-

band. This Fund, in support of the Uni-

versity of Wisconsin Marshfield/Wood 

County chemistry department, brought 

the dollar amount in the Foundation to 

over $50,000 and gave credence to the 

dream of the   Adler sisters.

During those beginning years the Community 

Foundation took part in its first city-wide 

funding project. It was used as the vehicle to 

collect, administer and disburse the funding 

for the Woodlands  Preservation Project. This 

project,   spearheaded by a group of con-

cerned  citizens, raised the funding needed to    

purchase 14 acres of woodlands adjacent to 

the University woods.

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1998 saw the Foundationôs involvement in 

another project of city-wide interestïthe 

building of the new Wildwood Station   Pa-

vilion.  

Another community based group, Marsh 

21, received large contributions to their 

Fund to complete three soccer fields at 

the Griese Park Sports Complex.

In 2004 a collaborative effort of 

local schools, the Marshfield   

Area Community Foundation 

and the  Buyers Guide resulted 

in an Annual Scholarship

The Marshfield Area Paws and Play Dog 

Park was funded through MACF. 
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The Community Foundation         

provides grants to the Community 

each year through our Community 

Grants Fund, Forever Fund , Senior 

Endowment Fund, and our Womenôs 

Giving Circle.  These funds have giv-

en over $140,000  back to our com-

munity. 

Marsh-21 continues to fundraise to 

make improvements in our parks.  

Hackman Field and Miller Youth 

Baseball fields were  a result of 

their actions. 
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In the last 20  years we have awarded 485 scholarships, valued at almost $443,000 with the av-

erage scholarship awarded was $913.  We are very proud of the individuals, businesses, organiza-

tions, and families who have stepped forward to    provide this wonderful demonstration of faith 

in our young people and belief in the importance of education.
