It has been a good year for the Marshfield Area Community Foundation! We have seen
many of the projects we are involved in come to fruition. The Marshfield Outdoor Learning
Sanctuary broke ground, Weber Park, the Grace Nycz Walking Trail at Washington School, and
the Dog Park held dedication ceremonies. So many great projects! Many may wonder how
MACF, an umbrella organization for ngumofits, has weathered the economic crisis. They may
assume our financial health may have taken a blow. Not so! Our investment policy proved
sound as did the leadership of our Board of Trustees. We are rebounding, with the market.

We have seen an increase in needs in our community. More disadvantaged families need
clothing and groceries in our communitielBlore seniors need help from the Home Delivered
Meals Program yet their scholarship money was gone for the year. The Personal Development
center saw an increase in the number of abused women who sought help and the number of
families who needed to use the Supervised Visitation and Exchange Program. More people
need help to pay to heat their homes this winter, and the list goes on arthisnyear the
Marshfield Area Community Foundation saw the greatest number of requests ever from our
Community Grants Program.

grant requests, asking for almost $38,000 in funding. The Board of Trustees voted to fund
